Abstract : Objective To analyze the literature trends of nursing research in the field of interpersonal psy-
chotherapy in recent 10 years,and to provide reference for the scientific research in this field in China. Meth-
ods The literature in the field of interpersonal psychotherapy from January 2011 to December 2020 was re-
trieved from the core collection database of Web of Science,and the Citespace software was used to visualize
the 895 included literature. Results The number of papers on interpersonal psychotherapy published showed
an upward trend year by year,and the growth of papers fluctuated. Columbia University and Vrije University
Amsterdam are in the leading position in this field. Keywords analysis showed that in recent 10 years resear-
ches in the field of interpersonal psychotherapy focused on interpersonal psychotherapy ,depression, cognitive
behavioral therapy and collaborative nursing, etc. Keywords highlight results showed that in recent 10 years
the front trends were group interpersonal therapy and instructional self-help, etc. Conclusion The research
on interpersonal psychotherapy has developed steadily; Chinese scholars should pay attention to the research
trends of international core institutions, master the research hotspots and front trends,and provide reference
for interpersonal psychotherapy in China.
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
